Thinking about holding an exhibition or display? 

 

If so you may need some display boards. The parish have 

obtained 20,  

6 x 4 feet stands that  interlock with nuts and bolts. They 

are easily assembled and the large display areas are formed 

with peg board so that paintings, posters, banners, clothes 

or almost any item can be hung and displayed. They are 

available for any of our four churches to use (any number 

of boards they require) and also for loaning to other 

organisations, schools, clubs etc. at a modest fee. 

They are stored at St. James’s Church, Meltham Mills and 

arrangements can be made with Revd Maureen to collect 

them. Transport must be arranged by the borrower.
